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Here’s a recipe from our Pot Luck Dinner last month that Dee Roman made. 

Cheater Fudge 
 
1 Can FrosƟng 
12 oz chocolate or other flavor chips 
Nuts 
 
 
In a microwave safe bowl, combine the frosƟng and the chips.  Heat for approximately  
1 minute and sƟr unƟl chips are all melted.  Add nuts and put in pan that you have lightly 
sprayed with Pam.   
 
Many varieƟes are possible.  Of course chocolate frosƟng with chocolate chips will result in a 
rich chocolate fudge.  If you start with white frosƟng, you could add any of those new flavor 
packets they have.  Dee used Key Lime frosƟng with white chocolate chips and pecans for 
the one she brought to our meeƟng last month.
