We have been waiting to hear on company matching funds and extra funding. We have finally received
some news on this. Here is an excerpt from the email from Micah Mogle, President of Clubs & Leagues.

I will be looking for comments and suggestions and reasons from all of you at our meeting so | can take
some positive ideas back to Micah and the board.

What does this mean?
1. There will be NO funding provided for FY'14
2. Future funding is questionable.

What do we do?
1. We will need to work together to build a business case and "sale" the need for financial support from Rockwell
Collins.

It is important to understand that the company is willing and wants to continue to support us with access to facilities
and the like but given that they no longer subsidize things like the Child Development Center and the Rec, the same
guestion is asked to us. If employees will participate by choice with these others groups why should Rockwell subsi-
dize Clubs and League activities? This is a valid question and now is our opportunity to come together as a commu-
nity to tell our story.

What we need from you:

1. Over the next 2-3 weeks please meet w/ your members and deliver this message as well as collect answers for
the following questions.

A. Given that Rockwell Collins no longer subsidizes many other groups, why should Rockwell Collins continue to
subsidize Clubs and Leagues?

B. What value does Rockwell Collins subsidy provide your club or league?

C. Could you operate independently from a funding stand point?

D. What value does your organization bring to Rockwell Collins?

E. What would you be willing to do to grow your organization at your location as well as help grow similar activities
in other locations?

Pumpkin Bars

2 ¢ pumpkin 2 ¢ flour

2 ¢ sugar 1 tsp soda

1 coil 2 tsp baking powder
4 eggs 2 Tsp cinnamon

Mix all ingredients together.

Bake in greased 10 x 15 cookie sheet.
Bake @350°C for 25 minutes.

8 0z cream cheese, softened
4 ¢ powdered sugar
1 ¢ ¢ margarine, softened

2 tsp vanilla
